The Ancestral Cider, a harmonious blend of Ashmead's Kernel, American crabapples, and Harrison apples,
presents a delicate, yellow-gold hue, complemented by a subtle haze and vibrant carbonation, a testament to
its in-bottle fermentation. With a bouquet that weaves together the essence of white grape, nectarine, and a
whisper of nutmeg. this cider is a journey for the senses. On the palate, it unfolds with a balanced interplay
of mild acidity and warm, spicy tannins, enriched by undercurrents of cream and clove. This cider captures a
near-dry sophistication, grounded in the classic, crisp apple flavors, making it a refreshing and nuanced
addition to any table.

The Serious Blend Cider, meticulously crafted from Harrison, Ashmead’s Kernel. and Old Virginia Winesap
apples, is a dry, fruit-forward cider that celebrates Virginia's cider-making heritage. Produced with apples
from Silver Creek Orchard and aged in Southwest Virginia, it embodies the essence of traditional dry ciders
with its crisp acidity and minimal residual sugar. This cider, a nod to the classic styles of Foggy Ridge, is quite
versatile and can stand up to the richness of dishes like the petite tender, while still working beautifully with
the fish or mussels.

The palate is
greeted with the zesty sweetness of apple and the smooth, rich notes of lemon curd.
